International Efforts





ACC assisted Lorcan Mooney’s efforts to establish an accredited registrar business in Ireland.





Lorcan initially called his endeavor ACC Ireland.  It subsequently became Management Systems Certification (MSC) Ltd.  MSC was established using ACC’s processes, revised to their proposed market.  MSC is pursuing accreditation from the RvA for industry scopes that will complement, not compete with, ACC’s accreditations scopes.  





To that end, MSC and ACC have signed an MOU/MRA to assist and recognize each others accreditations and to offer dual certifications to clients that need certificate of registration in an industry scope that the other registrar is accredited.








AS9100B





This year, ACC learned bout the IAQG’s selection of SAE’s Aerospace Division to house and maintain the Online Aerospace Information System database (OASIS).





However, since ACC is not accredited for the aerospace, EAC 21, industry sector code, we cannot post our AS9100B clients onto this industry database.  So, ACC is pursuing an MOU/MRA with TUV USA to assist our clients with their customer need to be listed in OASIS.  Meanwhile, ACC provided copies of all audit records for these clients to TUV USA.





The IAQG-OASIS database requires a $500 fee for every initial certification entered into the database and a $250 fee to maintain that listing annually.
